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Buckhead
grades well
in charges of
test cheating

No Buckhead schools appeared on
the state’s list of Atlanta schools facing
strong suspicions of possible cheating
on high-profile state tests, a school
board member told residents recently.

In response to staie claims rais-
ing suspicions of possible cheating at
about two-thirds of the city’s elemen-
tary and middle schools, the Buck-
head Council of Neighborhoods ear-
lier this month voted to urge the
Atlanta school board to hire indepen-
dent auditors to investigate the alle-
gations. A week later, on Feb. 18, the
Atlanta school board did just that and
initiated plans for an independent in-
vestigation.

The Atlanta Education Fund,
a not-for-profit organization, will
choose the outside investigator to
perform the audit and will pay for
the investigation. ‘The investiga-
tion will center on schools listed by
state officials as being of “severe” or
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
